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Unite to Stop the BNP  
 
We are deeply concerned at the election of an unprecedented number of fascists in the 
local elections on 1 May 2003. We appeal for the widest possible unity against the BNP 
and their politics of hate.  
 
In their targeted campaign, with 218 candidates, the BNP won 17 per cent of the vote 
where they stood, and now, after by elections have 17 local council seats. We call 
attention to the experience of the last decade in France, where Le Pen's National Front 
targeted specific areas, building local bases as a springboard into national politics.
