In 2002/3, the number of stops and searches has increased by 22% 
nationally, within which the rates of increase for black people were 
much higher (38% for African Caribbean, 36% for Asian people and 

47% of ôotherõ minority groups). Stops and searches under the 2000 
Terrorism Act have increased alarmingly; with Asian communities 
bearing the brunt with over 300% increase over the previous year.

The continued disproportionality of stop and search on black 
communities remains a very serious campaigning issue for NAAR. A new 
ôKnow your rightsõ card with details of solicitors is being produced in 
conjunction with our Lewisham group and will be launched very shortly 
in London, with a view to producing it in other parts of the country in 
the future.
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
